AIHF Scholarship

· In past, smallest sustaining scholarship required a $25,000 investment

· Discussed lump sum payment; possibility of a $5000 payment per year for 5 years to build up to sustaining scholarship

· Questions on whether conditions can be set on scholarship recipients (specific area/schools

· Steve to look into New Jersey Section scholarships, to see how theirs is structured

Student AIHA Sections

· No info from Drexel student section as to whether they have formalized their section with AIHA

· Possibility of other schools’ involvement (West Chester?)

Mentoring/September Meeting:

· Discussed as a possible meeting/event for September

· Dennis has made initial contact with AIHA National to discuss

· Possibility of a member questionnaire, looking for mentors/mentees

· Initial training on how to mentor as fist half of meeting; pairing up mentors and mentees during the second half

· Target mentees: students/young professionals

· Meeting would serve as kick-off for a longer term program, creating relationships

· Mentoring on career change, starting a consulting business

· Broaden out to bring in people from other professions, to expose them to EHS (engineers, chemists, HR, etc.)

· Dennis will take lead on planning for September 

· Possibility of framing “term” with initial and final mentoring meetings

Other Items
· ConstantContact: Tom recommended the use of ConstantContact for the Section’s mailing list maintenance and for newsletter and other mailings; based on current membership list size, cost for the service would be $15 month (with a non-profit discount available with pre-payment).  Approved by the Board; Tom will get full area list of National AIHA members after signing up with CC, and will update mailing list/send message to allow list members to opt in/opt out of receiving Section mailings


· Credit Card Acceptance: Dennis brought up a program/system (Square) that permits credit card acceptance via iPhone.  Will be investigated (limitation would be that an officer, with an iPhone and the Square software, would need to be at each meeting in order to make the service a consistent offering to the members)
